A Heritage Commission is hereby established in the City in accordance with RSA 673. In
accordance with RSA 674:44-a, the purpose of the Heritage Commission shall be to insure the
proper recognition, use and protection of resources, primarily man-made that are valuable for
their historic, cultural, aesthetic, or community Sngﬁcance within their natural, built, or

‘cultural context.

full voting powers. In determining each member’s qualifications, the appointing authority
shall take into consideration the appointee’s demonstrated interest and ability to
understand, appreciate and promote the purpose of the Heritage Commission.
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§ 40-3. Powers.
Generally. Heritage commissions shall have advisory review authority, specifically, as follows:

A. Survey and inventory all cultural resources.
